Islam is established on belief followed by deeds:

1-

(A) BELIEF:

One is to believe whole — heartily in the following:

In God and that he has neither partner wife, son nor daughter. One
must also believe that God is omnipotent and almighty. He is exalted
over disability. Nothing is beyond His power. He can bring anything,
He wills, to existence and can also make it vanish.

One must believe that God is almighty, omniscient and sees
everything either on the earth or in heavens and not a single atom of
all His creation, or less, can be beyond His knowledge or vision.

He, glory to Him, isn't in need of a partner or son as he is not in
need of any help He never dies to be inherited by a son. He doesn't
have a wife, and to Him, having a wife is incredible as none is like Him
and the attributions of His being male or female can't be conceded to
Him.

One must believe that Allah (God) sent messengers to people and
these messengers are from among people. He selected them and
purified them.

God revealed to them all that people must do and all that they
must avoid to ensure them happiness both in this world and in the
hereafter.

Some of these messengers are Prophet Mohamed (Peace be upon
him), jesus, Moses lbrahim and others.

It is our obligation to honour and respect them all and we are to
believe that they are all human beings and devoted servants of God
who created them.

luxurious life in the hereafter. Those who disobey Him and deviate
from truth will be punished or forgiven forgiveness may only be for
the believers but unbelievers will have eternal chastisement that
cannot be avoided.

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6- Fatalism or predestination:

This, in Islam, means that one must believe and have strong
faith that God's knowledge comprehends all things and
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and will-

happenings. He Knows what happeneded, what is happening
and what is going to happen.

(B) DEEDS:
They are divided into tow parts:

The deeds that God has ordained us to do and the deeds that are
prohibited .

First: the deeds that Allah has ordained us to do:

To believe inwardly and testify that there is no god but Allah
and that Mohamed is His messenger.

To perform five prayers' distributed during the day and the
night .

To fast Ramadan (a lunar month) every year.
The zakah.
The pilgrimage to Macca when one is capable of doing it.

Prayer that includes the remembrance of Allah' reciting the
Kor'an and the recollection of God, making submission to Him a
certain way that Gabriel taught the prophet (peace be upon
him).

in Islam, is abstaining from food, drink, and sexual intercourse

from dawn till sunset to make man feel the bitterness of hunger so as

forget the poor and the needy and to strengthen one's

determination to be able to face troubles and difficulties with patience

power.

The Zakah means alms-giving. It is fixed by 2.5 % of all one's own
surplus wealth if remained for a whole year. It is given to the poor and
the needy (much preferably those living in one's own town or country) It
is imposed upon Muslims every year, thereby presenting a permanent
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regulation to fill in the gap between the rich and the poor. Thus
fraternity and mutual assistance will prevail among people.

Pilgrimage is paying a visit to the holy Mosque in Macca only once
in one's life- time.

It is also a great conference for the Muslims who come from every
part of the world.

God also orders us to be true, honest just and benevolent to all
people.

We are also ordained to work to earn our living and to make
money to support ourselves. There is no limit to the money man can
earn on condition that this does not cause harm to others and that
money be earned a legal way. One must also pay its dues (Zakah) and
give the government whatever is required for public services and useful
schemes.

Second: the prohibited deeds. Some of these are: adultery, telling
lies, hypocrisy, treachery, cheating, and transgressing and attacking,
others whether by killing beating, insulting, bringing a slander action
against others, embezzling or using another's property unlawfully.

All these actions are forbidden in Islam and God warns people
against them and threatens their doers with the severest chastisement.

God also forbids injustice and oppression of all kinds.

God also forbids drunkenness and having intoxicants as they harm
both the mind and the body.

God also forbids all acts of sabotage, dacoity, or stirring up
troubles or earth.

Allah has promised an everlasting and perpetual luxury in the
paradise for those who obey Him and comply with his order. He has
also prepared the Hell with its severest fire for the disobedient.
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Islam has also organized the relationship between
husband and wife.

Marriage in Islam begins with a contract or a covenant between
man and woman witnessed by two men, at least. The husband has to
pay a sum of money for his wife to prepare herself for the new life.

The relation between the two couples is based on love,
compassion and mutual respect.

Each one has duties and rights:

The wife should obey her husband and guard that both. Her
chastity and her husband's property are well kept. She mustn't at all
betray her husband in any of these.

The husband has to support his wife and provide her with all her
needs of food, drink, clothing and lodging. He must also protect, defend
and keep her safe.

When they continue to live together and one of the couples dies,
the living one has the right to inherit a portion of the property left
behind by the deceased one.

And if their marital life proved to be a failure and impossible to be
peaceful owing to disagreements, Islam has permitted divorce and the
husband has to pay his wife all her monetary dues whether her
adjourned dowry and the like.

After the divorce or the husband's death, the wife must wait and
is not allowed to marry for a certain period of time lest she should be
pregnant. Meanwhile, the husband must sustain her during this period
of waiting.

Islam also regulated the relationship between the father and the

son so as to be set on love, compassion and respect. The father is to
support his son until the latter can earn his living. The father has to
educate his son (or daughter) and enlighten him (or her) on what he (or
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she) should do and what shouldn't be done. He must teach is children
good behaviour and morals.

The son (or daughter), on the other hand, must obey his (or her)
parents and be benevolent to them especially when they are aged.

Islam has also regulated the relationship between neighbours.

It is an obligation of neighbours to help each other with what
possess of money and social prestige when necessary. A Muslim musn't
hurt his neighbor or cause him harm whatever religion or ideology the
latter believes in.

A Muslim is ordered to be tender and decent to all people and
never do them any harm. He wishes all people all that he wishes for
himself and dislikes them all that he dislikes for himself.

It is noteworthy that the message of the prophet of Islam was
proved to be true by what he showed of signs and miracles that his
opponents were unable to do their like.

Is was at the time of Moses that people were skilled and he showed
them a miracle that amazed all magicians by changing his stick into a big
serpent.

At the time of jesus, people were clever at medicine. So, he
showed them the miracles of returning the dead to life and curing the
deaf, the dumb and the leper.

Likewise at the time of the prophet of Islam, Mohamed (peace be
upon him), People were skilful at rhetoric and eloquence. So, he brought
the miracle of the Koran and the most eloquent poets and rhetoricians
were unable to give the like of the shortest verse in it.
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The prophet (Peace be upon him), also showed many other
miracles:

The moon was split into two and the people saw this with their
own eyes.

A flux of water flowed from between the Prophet's fingers and all
the army could satisfy their thirst to the full.

There are also many other miracles that proved the truth of his mission.

Since prophet Mohamed (Peace be Upon him). Is the last
messenger sent by god to humanity, the heavenly wisedom involves that
his massage should be comprehensive and for all.

Got tells us in the kor'an that prophet Mohamed has been sent to all
people. His mission was mentioned in the original Bibles of Jesus and
Moses.

SOME QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS ON ISLAM
QUESTION:

Why does Islam permit a man to marry more than one wife and
doesn’t permit a woman to marry more than one husband? (Polygamy
and not Polyandry?).

Answer:

A Woman musn't have more than one husband so that the off
spring and descendant's shouldn't be mixed up and children's fathers
would be unknowin. Such a community, where this happens will surely
be a corrupt one, immoral and depraved.
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QUESTION:

Why does Islam permit polygamy?

ANSWER:

Islam does not permit polygamy freely and in an absolute way. But
it is conditioned that the husband should treat his wives equally and
with justice.

Circumstances sometimes compel the man to marry more than

one wife:
- A wife may be sterile.

- A wife may always be sick and the husband can't endure it
for long.

- A husband may be too strong to be satisfied by on wife.

All these circumstances make polygamy stand to reason and legally right
as it is far much better than resorting to deviating ways like adultery.

QUESTION:

Why did the prophet Mohamed marry nine wives?

ANSWER:

The Prophet's marriage to nine was a necessity.

He was sent to all sorts of people whether men or women and he
married such a number that included the old and the young, the Arab
and the non-Arab so that through them, all the institutions concerned

with women and unknown by men could be understood and taught
afterwards.

The is the general rationale for the Prophet's marriage to such a
number. There is also a particular rationale and logical reason for taking
wedlock each one of them.

Some of these wives hat had husbands who sacrificed their souls
in religious warfare. Some of them had children with no source of Living.
So, the Prophet fount it necessary to assemble and support such wives
and their children in order to protect them from being lost.

Some wives like um-Habiba, for instance, converted to Islam and
migrated to Abyssinia (Ethiopia at present) with her husband. There, her
husband turned apostate (unbeliever). It is well known that her father
Abu- Sufayn, her brother, Muaweya and her relatives were infidels and
enemies to the Prophet. If the Prophet left her alone, her family would
ruin her and she would be lost or lose her way in Abyssinia. How could
that be after all the sufferings she bore for the sake of faith?!!

This marriage was a safeguard and a clear proof of the Prophet's
fidelity and integrity.

Thus each one, the Prophet married, had particular circumstances
for which he married her.

It must be borne in mind that the prophet spent his whole youth
time and until he reached nearly fifty —two with only one wife; Alsayeda
Khadiga.

If marriage to him had been just for sensual lust, he would have
hurried to marry more during his youth period. He lived for twenty
seven years long with only one wife, Khadiga, who was fifteen years
older than he was.

UESTION:
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Why did Islam permit slavery though it is against humanity?

ANSWER:

Slavery existed long before Islam and previous prophets had
recognized it.

It existed during the time of Solomons, Ibrahim and other
prophets. As it is Known, slavery prevailed in the pre- Islamic period
when tribes used to raid upon each other and the captives became
slaves possessed by the victorious tribes Islam regulated slavery and
ordered us to be kind to slaves.

Moreover, Islam gave numerous chances for setting them free.

The expiation (the atonement or making amends for) making
deliberate oaths (by the name of God) and not fulfilling them is to free
slaves.

The expiation of murder by mistake is to free selves.

Those who happen to vow to bind themselves to boycott their
wives in their sexual relations as if they were their own mothers (an old
habit (an old habit of pre-Islamic Arabs for punishing their wives) must
atone for this by the expiation of freeing saves.

Moreover, the Prophet also encouraged freeing slaves and told
Muslims the God will keep an organ of one's body safe from the fire of
hell for every slave a Muslim frees.

So, many the Prophet's disciples mad haste and raced to set free
the greatest possible number so that some them freed 4000 Slaves, and
some others freed a fewer number and others more.

When we compare how captives of was were treated in Islam and
how they are treated by the most civilized countries nowadays, we shall
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It must be taken into consideration that according to Islam, none
can be taken captives or slaves except those who are captured during
warfare between Muslims and infidels.
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
